Through PPMI, God supplied sewing machines so they could
use for their family, a drill pump so a congregation and community could have water, and bikes for
transportation and outreach. God provided a child for one of the couples. A new church was started
and windows for a church building were donated. From one year to the next | could see that the pastor’s wives were joining with their husbands
in ministry more often.They were bonding as a group of women and beginning to support each other between conferences. They had a mentor
and coach through Sister Sumatha Thalathoti and were blossoming as leaders and women of prayer.
